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Washington Island was named after 
the schooner Geo. Washington in the summer of 1816. 

The Washington was sailing from Mackinaw to Green Bay with a contingent 
of soldiers who were to establish a fort there. The Washington was described 

at that time as being the largest (100 tons) and finest vessel on the lakes. 
While anchored in what is now known as Washington Harbor, 

the officers aboard gave the Island and harbor the 
name it is known by today.
